Duties and Responsibilities
of Official Delegates or Alternate Delegates 

of National Member Societies at the General Assembly

1.
The National  Member Society represented must be a member in good standing of the WFSA (i.e. fully paid up to and including 2011)  to qualify participation in the General Assembly.
2. 
The National Member Society should have submitted to WFSA the names of the Delegates (or the Alternate Delegates).  They must present a letter to the Credentials Committee confirming that he/she represents the National Member Society, signed by the incumbent President of the Society.  This is done at the time of registration for entry to the General Assembly (a specimen of this letter can be found on the WFSA website www.anaesthesiologists.org).
3.
Chief Executive Officers of National Member Societies will be welcome to attend the General Assemblies as observers only, with no voting rights.  The Societies must let the WFSA know their names in advance, so that seating arrangements can be made.

3. 
Delegates must comply with the scheduled Registration of the Official /Alternate Delegates. No further admissions shall be entertained once registration of Delegates is declared closed. 

4. 
Delegates are expected to familiarise themselves with the Agendas as well as all relevant documents of the General Assemblies on WFSA website www.anaesthesiologists.org in advance of the meeting and must determine the wishes of the Society that they represent over matters requiring opinions or voting.  
5.
Official Delegates should attend promptly all the scheduled General Assemblies or ensure an accredited Alternate Delegate does if they are unable to attend themselves.

They should represent their Society at all times and comment and vote as appropriate during the meetings. 

7. 
Official Delegates should attend any Reference Committees that are scheduled to present the views of their Society and clarify any points of order. 

8. 
Delegates should seek out any member of the WFSA Executive Committee to clarify any or all of the above duties at any time during the World Congress. 

Henceforth, let it be clearly understood that being an Official Delegate or Alternate Delegate means that you officially represent your National Member Society and therefore carry out the wishes of the majority of  your respective Society. 

The WFSA General Assemblies represent the final decision-making body of the World Federation of Societies of Anaesthesiologists and such decisions or approved resolutions in these Assemblies shall govern the actions of all other Committees and the future workings of the WFSA.
